The Three Gorges Dam（三峡大坝）is not only the largest dam but also the largest engineering project（工程项目）on the earth． It aims to control the floods brought by the Yangtze River, and to produce power（电力）of 181, 200 megawatts（兆瓦）for Eastern and Central China． It will form a huge, deep water lake, and make it possible for 10, 000-ton oceaning-going ships to go straight from Shanghai to Chongqing, making it one of the world’s largest inland ports（港口）．The dam will be about 6, 860 feet wide and 611 feet high, at a place called Sandouping near Yichang when it is finished in 2009．  

It is clear that such a great project will do much good． However, some scientists don’t agree． They say that it will affect the ecological（生态的）environment of the Yangtze River, the river bed will become worse because of the sand from upstream（上游）, and also there may be earthquakes in the Three Gorges area when the dam begins to hold water．
